In the last few weeks we
were dismayed to hea that the Carrfield sale had fallen through, but on the plus sde, the Redbrook Road land
had been sold and that the recepts for that land had been recaved by the Council. During this delay though, it
seans that the Councils commitment to fulfil the development acording to the ayreed plans emsto have been
under review and the issue has now been clouded by doulb asto what isto be done and most importantly when.
B.C.A has been trying to get clarity from TMBC but as yet has been unsuccessul. In the meantime wncern is
growing that the Youth Centre itself seems to be deteriorating before our very eyes.
